The summit is also expected to adopt the Tripoli Declaration which will underscore the importance of the partnership and the main areas of collaboration.
Who is attending:
The summit will be attended by African and European heads of state and government, ministers, observers and senior officials from both sides.  

Context: The Africa- Europe partnership is of strategic significance to both sides. The first summit was held in Cairo Summit in 2000. In December  2007, the second summit was held in Lisbon. The Tripoli summit will therefore seek to review the major achievements realized since Lisbon and adopt an action plan to guide the way forward for the next three years.
