AU/EU PHOTO COMPETITION EXTENDS DEADLINE

Addis Ababa, 8 December 2010 – The AU/EU Professional Photographers competition showcasing African beauty is extending its deadline by another week. 

“African Beauty in all its states” will accept entries from professional photographers until 23 December 2010. It is jointly organised by the African Union Commission (AUC) and the Delegation of European Union (EU) to the African Union, in the framework of the Africa-EU partnership. 
The photo contest will culminate with an exhibition during the next Africa  Union summit, in Addis Ababa, on 30 and 31st January.  The theme of this summit is  "Towards Greater Unity and Integration through Shared Values".

The competition has already received entries from across the continent. This extension is a chance to give more professional photographers living in Africa a chance to compete
As a reminder, candidates are requested to submit up to three (3) images LOW RESOLUTION (72 dpi) through the following email: africanbeauty@collateralcreations.com. The African and European judges are looking for photographs that can provide an original angle and demonstrate an ability to create meaning, while illustrating African beauty.

Five finalists will be selected, one from each of the five regions of Africa– North, South, East, West and Central. There will also be an overall grand prize winner selected from the regional finalists. 

 

One overall winner will be awarded photographic equipment worth 3000 euros and 1000 euros for the second prize winners.  All winners will be invited to participate in a photographic workshop jointly organized by AU and EU at the AUC Headquarter, Addis Ababa, at the end of January 2011.
