Addis Ababa, 2 October 2010: The Chairperson of the African Union (AU)
Commission, Jean Ping, strongly condemns the car bombings in Abuja,
Nigeria, on 1 October 2010, near the venue of the National Day Parade to
mark the 50" anniversary of the independence of the Federal Republic of
Nigeria, which resulted in several fatalities, injuries and wanton destruction of
property.

The Chairperson extends his profound and most sincere condolences to the
victims’ families and the people and Government of Nigeria, and wishes to
assure them of the support and solidarity of the AU and the entire African
continent. The Chairperson wishes the injured persons a speedy and
complete recovery, and trusts that the cowardly perpetrators of these heinous
acts will be apprehended and brought to justice.
