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Stakeholder consultation workshop on “Pastoral Policy Framework”
30 September- 01 October 2010, Nairobi, Kenya

The Commission of the African Union, Department of Rural Economy and Agriculture, is organizing a stakeholder consultation workshop on “pastoral Policy framework” to be held at AU/IBAR offices in Nairobi, Kenya from 30 September – 01 October 2010.
The Pastoral Policy Initiative is a joint partnership programme between the African Union Commission and the UN Office for Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (UN –OCHA) with an aim of developing a pastoral policy framework that will serve as an advocacy tool for promoting the development and improvement of pastoral communities across Africa. 
This workshop is part of the process for the development of the policy framework that involves conducting regional assessment and stakeholder consultation, presentation of the draft framework to relevant African experts and ministerial review and possible endorsement by African political leaders. The draft pastoral policy framework is currently being finalized based on the assessment conducted in the five regions of Africa and the discussions/comments from the policy drafting workshop held in April 2010. 

The purpose of the workshop is to bring together experts from Regional Pastoral Networks, Special Taskforce members, RECs and CSOs in a two day workshop to assist in enhancing and validating the pastoral policy framework draft.  After the validation, the outcomes will then be presented for consideration by the Ministers of agriculture in a Conference scheduled for 26-29 October 2010 in Lilongwe, Malawi.
